 Meeting room chairs are Canadian made with recycled polyester fabric 
 Hand soap in all washrooms is Green Seal certified — biodegradable and dye-free 

 All office copying and printing is done on 100% recycled content paper 
 Office supplies are made of biodegradable  and/or recycled materials  
 Paper towels in all washrooms have 100% recycled paper content 
 Toilet tissue in all washrooms has 100% recycled paper content 
 Floor and dust mops made from recycled plastic pop bottles 
 Recycled plastic picnic tables (to come)  Recycled plastic waste and recycling receptacles  Recycled plastic park benches on site  Administrative scheduling software greatly reduces the amount of paper used in the rental process
